After the establishment of the Indian National Congress, the Indian Councils Act of 1892 stands as a
significant moment in India's constitutional and political narrative. It enlarged the capacity of multiple
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legislative councils in India, consequently paved the way for involvement of Indians in the
administration.

Statement 1 is correct: The Indian Councils Act of 1892 granted a certain level of discussion and
scrutiny power to the members of the central legislative council regarding the budget. While this act
allowed members to discuss the budget, it did not confer upon them the authority to cast votes or
make decisions on the budget itself.

Statement 2 is incorrect: In 1864, the first Indian, Shri Satyendra Nath Tagore, succeeded in getting
into Imperial Civil service. Three years later 4 other Indians succeeded. But, for the next 50 years
Indians petitioned for simultaneous examinations to be held in India without success, because the
British Government did not want many Indians to succeed and enter the ICS. It was only after the
First World War and the Montagu Chelmsford reforms that this demand was accepted. From 1922
onwards the Imperial Civil Service Examination began to be held in India also.

Services exam in India and Britain.

The Indian Councils Act of 1861 held considerable importance during the British rule in India, as it was
perceived as an initial measure by the British Government towards bestowing responsible governance
upon Indians.

Statement 1 is correct: The Indian Councils Act of 1861 increased the size of Viceroy’s legislative
council by introducing non-official members. In accordance with the act Lord Canning the then
Viceroy nominated three Indians to his legislative council—the Raja of Benaras, the Maharaja of Patiala
and Sir Dinkar Rao.

The Fort William College was a college in British Colonial Calcutta that had been established in 1800
to train the new recruits to civil services in British India in local languages and laws as well as
administration in order to ensure that the Company could govern in India peacefully.

Hastings. Hence this statement is incorrect. Warren Hastings was responsible for setting up the
Calcutta Madrasa in 1781.

Services for administering the rapidly expanding British Indian territories. He decided to establish
Fort William College as an institute that would teach the new recruits to the civil services, local
languages like Arabic, Persian, Hindustani, etc, as well as local laws, history and culture, so that they
may understand the land, its people and their customs.

The early nationalists argued that the railways had not been coordinated with India’s industrial
needs. They had therefore ushered in a commercial and not an industrial revolution which enabled
imported foreign goods to undersell domestic industrial products. Moreover, they said that the
benefits of railway construction in terms of encouragement to the steel and machine industry had
been reaped by Britain and not India. This encouragement of Iron and Machine industry back in
Britain is called by the early nationalists as Subsidizing the British Industries by British Indian
Government in Statement I.

While statement II talks about Investment in Railway Companies by rich and wealthy sections of
society in England. It says that Most of the investment in Railway companies was done by the private
wealthy sections in England. It was because they were getting a high rate of return on the
investments in Railway Companies.

The Industrialists in statement I who reaped benefits due to growth of Industries linked to Railway
development in India (like steel, Iron, Heavy Machinery etc.), were not necessarily the Investors of
Statement II in Railway Companies in India.

Hence Although both Statements are correct, but Statement II is not the correct explanation of
Statement.

In the year 1907, the Royal Commission on Decentralization was constituted by the British
Government. Its main objective was to investigate the financial and administrative relations of the
Central and provincial governments. The only Indian member of this commission was R.C. Dutt.
Statement 1 is incorrect: The Royal Commission upon Decentralization was appointed in 1907 under
the chairmanship of Sir Henry William Primrose. It was a six-member body including the Chairman,
the other five members being Frederic Lely, Steyning Edgerley, Romesh Chunder Dutt, William Meyer,
and William Hichons.

Statement 2 is correct: The Royal Commission on Decentralization in India was appointed to inquire
into the relations existing for financial and administrative purposes between the Supreme
Government (i.e., the Government of India) and the various Provincial Governments.
