of a god or gods, and the activities that are connected with the worship of them, 

or in the teachings of a spiritual leader.” It serves to make human beings submit to 

immense spiritual power to justify the events that control their lives.

Divine Religion� الدين السماوى

 ��Human beings are not perfect and thus anything created by humans is bound to have 
faults. So, for a religion to be true it must be divine, created by “The Creator” - God/Allah.

Meaning of Islam �  معنى الإسلام

 ��Islam is the proper name of the last religion sent down to the human race. 
Lexically, the word “Islam” is derived from an Arabic root that denotes submission. 
In religious terms, it means submission to the commands of Allah with full consent 
and without any objection.

Source of Religion �  أصل الدين

 ��All divine religions emanate from one and the same source, i.e. Allah Almighty. They 
all stress the worship of one God. Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) said: “The Prophets 
are paternal brothers, their mothers are different, but their religion is one.” (Sahih 
Al-Bukhari)

 ��Ever since Abraham (PBUH) - Father of All Prophets – Divine Religions - Judaism, 
Christianity and Islam have called to belief in Allah and His Messengers, while 
abide by the rulings He ordains and avoid what He forbids.

“Who could be of better faith than one who surrenders his face (whole 

being) to Allah, while being a fair-doer [to people], and follows the creed of 

Abraham, the upright?” (Quran 4:125)

 ��Allah - Almighty - informs us that the core of religion is to surrender to His rules, worship 

only Him, believe in Him and His Messengers and in what they brought from Him.

 ��True believers who followed Prophets before Muhammad (PBUH) were all Muslims 

in the lexical sense of the term. In declaring that “religion in the sight of Allah is Islam", 

Allah Almighty informs us that people have to submit outwardly and inwardly to 

what He legislates via His Messengers. As Muhammad (PBUH) is the Seal Prophet, 

people are to believe in him to be true Muslims; otherwise, one would not then 

follow the true path of Allah.

This concept is known as 
monotheism (Tawheed). Monotheism is the belief that there is only one God, an all-
supreme immortal being. Allah clarifies Tawheed in the Holy Qur’an:

 �Obligatory almsgiving (Zakah) is an important pillar of Islam. In the Qur’an, prayer and 
almsgiving have been constantly mentioned together. Zakah is a manifestation of faith 
in that it affirms that Allah is the sole owner of everything in the universe. The literal and 
simple meaning of Zakah is purity and growth.
The significance of the term is that one’s wealth can only be purified by paying Zakah. 
Muslims believe that the wealth they own is held in trust and that Allah expects them to 
pay a defined portion of it to the needy. In this respect, Zakah is an act of devotion that 
draws the believer nearer to his Lord.

The Meaning of Fasting� معنى الصوم

 �Fasting is the fourth pillar of Islam. It means to abstain from food, drinks, and 

sexual intercourse from dawn to sunset. Muslims perform obligatory fasting 

during the month of Ramadan. Moreover, they are also required to abstain from 

any act of immoral behaviour.

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Benefits of Fasting� فوائد الصوم

 �Spiritually: Fasting is an act of worship that awakens one’s social conscience and 

reminds the individual of the suffering of the less fortunate fellow human beings. 

Fasting teaches love, sincerity and devotion. It develops patience, self-denial, and 

willpower. In fact, fasting makes the Muslim pure. Such purity promotes what is 

good and discourages what is evil. 

Physically: it decreases the level of harmful fats in the blood, cleanses the bowels 

and reduces blood sugar.

 �Fasting is much more than simply restraining oneself from food, drink and physical 

intimacy. It is to enhance piety within the Muslim. This enhanced level of piety 

should be reflected in everything the individual does. The Prophet (PBUH) alluded 

to this fact when he stated, “A fasting person may gain nothing from his fast except 

hunger and thirst.” The Prophet (PBUH) also said, ” Fasting is a protective shield. 

When someone is fasting, he shouldn’t get involved in any indecent behaviour. 

If anyone reviles you or acts foolishly with you, you should say, “I am fasting! I am 

fasting!” (Al-Bukhari and Muslim).

Thus, his reward is going to be according to Allah’s great bounty. Muslims who fast 

for the sake of Allah hope that all their sins be forgiven. Fasting reminds one of the 

true goals and purpose in life, i.e., to worship Allah. Before the end of the month 

of Ramadan Muslims have to pay Fitr Zakah. It is prescribed on all Muslims old and 

young, rich and poor within the month of Ramadan.

The worldly distinctions between 

the pilgrims disappear as they all devotedly stand before Allah Almighty in similar 

garments during these blessed days. This is a reminder that Allah is not concerned 

about the wealth or  status attained in this world. When  we present ourselves to 

Allah, everyone is equal, and it is only the good deeds that we have done that really 

matter.
